The Way to Hassho Dojo (Antwerp)
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Sportcomplex ‘Het Rooi’

Berchem stadionstraat 75

2600 Antwerpen (Berchem)

Comming from one of these 4 directions, you will be guided around the current road constructions.

Take look at the overview map to know the exit to take on your highway to Antwerp:

E17 from Gent


1: Take Exit 5a to ‘Hoboken - A12’ immediately  after the tunnel.  
*Keep left (side lane), follow direction Wilrijk. (NOT Hoboken).  
* Keep going straight ahead.  The middle lane will first go underground and then form a bridge.  
* Shortly after, take a left (under the bridge) to follow directions for E19. follow instructions from mark 2
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A12 or E19 from Brussels
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4 (A12): When passing the large ISVAG chimney (red & white) divert to the side lane.  
* Then (after the middle lane went up a bridge) go right at a crossroads pointing to E19.  
* Then follow the directions of those coming from E19.
{ If you end up on the bridge, take the second exit after the bridge. Take a U-turn and follow directions of mark 1}

2 (E19): Take Exit 6 (Wilrijk).  
* When the exit splits, keep left.  
* You will then arrive at a big crossroads with traffic lights.  
* Go Right and follow this road.  
(see map 2)

E34 from Limburg


3: Take Exit 18 (Wommelgem).  
* Go under the highway and follow the road leaving this ‘Square of wommelgem’.  
* Direction of the airport.  
* Just keep on following this road, until you come to a big crossroads, where if you continue you go up a bridge.  In the middle there is a carpool-carpark.  
* Take Left there and follow this road 
(see map 2).  
{If you do go up the bridge, just U-turn at the first lights and follow directions from mark 2 (or common sense (). }

* 2 After the big crossroads, everyone assembles on the ‘Prins boudewijnlaan’.  This is a nice wide lane.  Just follow it to the end. You’ll pass a crossroads with a statue right before the final crossroads (both have traffic lights).  
* 3 On the last one, go right
* 4 On that road (grote steenweg) take a left at the first crossroads with traffic lights.
* that street is called (jan moorkenslei).  Follow it to the end.  

* 5 Then go right and then left.

* You’ll see the sports complex at your right side now.  Park the cube on wheels & get ready to rock ‘n roll ! 
(the detailed map on the next page gives you more clues on small roads to take)


1: if you want can turn right at the cross roads with the statue and skip the extra traffic lights of ‘mark 2’

3: go left into ‘Jan moorkens lei’.  Follow to the end.

4: go right.

5: then immediately to the left again

Alternative road

If you know how to get to Berchem station: Follow the railroad away from Antwerp.  The road runs right beside the railroad.

You’ll pass a bridge or two under the railroad.  

Then there is pedestrian passage under the railroad and a trafficlight-guided crossroads (you can’t go left, under the railroad, by car).

Go right.

And there you are !
